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The MyQ X Chromebook Client is a free extension available from the Chrome Web

Store, designed to make printing from MyQ X simple for users with Chrome OS and
using the Google Chrome browser.

It allows users to access MyQ X queues and printers through the Chrome native print
screen, and accounts any printing performed correctly in MyQ X.

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3 Setup

In order to use MyQ X Chromebook Client you must already be running a functioning
instance of Print Server 10.2 Patch 4+, which is accessible from the end-user's
computer.
1. Download the MyQ X Chromebook Client from the Chrome Web Store?.
2. Using the context menu of your chrome browser navigate to Extensions, Manage
Extensions. Click Details on MyQ X Chromebook Client and enable Pin to toolbar.

3. Select the extension from the toolbar and click Options.

The simplest way to ensure that your Chromebook extension is correctly configured
and connected to a print server is checking the available queues when you print from
Google Chrome. Provided a user has rights to use at least one queue, it should be

visible and marked in the printing dialogue.

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4 Printing with MyQ X Chromebook Client

Once the MyQ Chromebook Client extension has been added to Google Chrome,
connected to a Print Server, and a user has signed in, printing is extremely simple.
The Client allows you to use the native Google Chrome printing screen (accessed by
right-clicking and selecting Print or pressing CTRL+P).

From this dialogue select Destination, See more..., and choose a MyQ queue to print
your file. You can then alter the remaining printing settings:

e Pages: select if you want to print all pages or only a selection.

Copies: select the number of copies to print.

Color: select color print or B&W.

Paper size: specify the paper size.

Pages per sheet: select the number of pages per sheet.

Scale: use the default scale or set adjustments.

Two-sided: choose to print on both sides, flipped on the short or long edge.
Advanced settings: contains Toner saving, Punching, and Stapling options.

Certain printing settings may be available in the Chrome printing interface
but disabled on the queue you have selected.
